The white buoys with orange
diamonds designate the swim
zone and a “no entry” dam
warning. For your safety, stay
clear of these areas.

Watercraft rentals are only
allowed on Little Falls Lake. Do not
paddie to the falls or below the
dam.

Always maintain a safe distance
from the dam. Changing currents
can make boat control difficult.

Never consume drugs or alcohol
before or during boating.

Do not stand up in the watercraft.

Come off the water
immediately if lightning occurs.

It's recommmended that the
occupant of any watercraft wear
an approved life jacket, especially
children and non-swimmers.

Enter or exit the watercrafts in
shallow water.

) Rent your watercraft at the park

office, located at Willow River
State park entrance. Office is
open from 8AM-8PM in the
summer.

We provide you with paddles,
life jackets, and a key to unlock
the kayak or canoe.

Rental watercrafts are located

at the boat launch. Unlock and
remove your watercraft. Relock
the rack or chain while in use.

Please carry your watercraft.
Dragging on pavement causes
permanent damage to the hull.

When you finish boating, return
the canoe or kayak to its rack
and relock the rack or chain.
Return paddles, life jackets, and
key to the park office. You will be
charged for lost or damaged
equipment.
